The Corydon Planning and Zoning Commission met on Monday, June 4, 2018 at 7:30 pm.  The meeting was called to order by President Glenn Thienel with the following members forming a quorum:  John D. Kintner, Eva North, Lester Rhoads and Andrew Reich. Judy Kennedy and Jill Timberlake were absent.  Attorney Chris Byrd was also present.  
Commission President Glenn Thienel led the Pledge of Allegiance.  
The first item on the agenda was the approval of the minutes from the May 7th, 2018 meeting.  A motion to approve the minutes was made by John D. Kintner.  The motion was seconded by Eva North and passed 4-0 with Andrew Reich abstaining as he had not been present at the May 7th meeting.

There was a brief discussion then Andrew Reich made a motion to change the zoning from R-1 to B-1. Judy Kennedy seconded the motion and the motion carried 5-0. 
Rand Heazlitt then gave a brief overview of the continuing studies of development in the East end of Corydon.
